RESPONSE: (Total 4 sides)
1) Brainstorm for: set/costume/lighting/characters.

· What are your initial ideas re set, design etc, how as a director would you work in these elements?  How as an actor would you develop these?

2) Hotseating questions and answers (Colin & Luke).

· Two questions you would ask Colin and two for Luke that you do not already know about them.

3) Family tragedy → planning notes in class. 

· To be completed after you have done the three still images and developed the scene regarding this work.  These notes should be made just after or even during your rehearsal of this session.

4) Still image diagrams for scene on families coping with illness. 

· Again this is based on the still images lesson.  Draw the images you created for this lesson with explanations on your feelings when creating them and how and why you might have to do this and how it relates to Two Weeks With the Queen.

5) Plan of action for the final scene.
· Make notes as you do the scene showing how you would end the play.

6) What is opposing tension? How did you use it? (half a page)
· Answer in detail with diagrams what opposing tension is and how you used it to show Luke and Colin when directing your scene.

7) Explorative strategies (conventions) list → what you used, how, where & when.
· Things you used were: Hotseating, still images, opposing tension, thought tunnel, shared narration, physical theatre.  List and explain how they were used and what you gained from that.


DEVELOPMENT: (Total 4 sides)

1) Role on the wall of Colin (one page in detail with outline and info about his character).
2) Directors script (done in lesson with teacher, or write notes on the script after the directing scene).
3) Storyboard the scene you direct at B. Palace. (Draw using the blank sheets what you did with notes on how you developed ideas and dialogue.)
4) Letter to the Queen – write your own in role as Colin.  Use the script to see an example
5) Show how your final scene developed – include diagrams or text, notes, brainstorms, script extracts.


Include notes on how and why you used these in detail at the bottom of each page.
