To Achieve

Level Three
(year 7)
· You are able to act out and perform using facial expressions.

· You can make some drama up as you go along (improvise)

· You can use two or more techniques together 

(still image, thought track, role play, creating characters)

· You understand how to make your play better and can tell others.

To Achieve

Level Four
(Years 7 & 8)

· You can plan and carry out a piece of drama, even if it is different to your plan.

· You understand how the different parts and characters of the play are important.

· You can make up parts of your play on the spot in groups. (improvise) and you can use this to develop a group performance by rehearsing.

· You can offer ways to improve in both your own and in others work.

To Achieve

Level Five
(Years 8/9)
· You can try out different techniques to show issues. (shared narration, character to narrator, physical theatre)

· You understand how you are important in the play and rehearsal and you can play different roles.  (Solo, supporting, group work)

· You can add comedy techniques or characterisation in your performances.

· You can evaluate the piece of drama.  (say what can be done to make it better).

· You can change and improve your drama work.

To Achieve

Level Six
(Years 8 & 9)
· You can explore different ideas, using styles and genres.  (horror – silent movie)
· You can add changes to make your performance better and are able to understand how to do this.

· You can make things up as you go along (improvise) in different genres.

· You can share ideas with your group when planning/rehearsing and can try different ways of doing things.
· You can compare and comment on other groups, showing ways to improve and what worked well.

To Achieve

Level Seven
(Year 9+)
· You can explore different ideas, using advanced drama conventions/techniques.
· (Shared narration, image theatre, physical theatre, character to narrator)
· You can make a big contribution to your group when planning and rehearsing.
· You can create a drama piece with thought and understanding of the issues and content.

· You can evaluate (be able to say how people can improve and be able to offer other groups ideas or improvements.)
· You understand how others as well as your own groups have used styles and can discuss and evaluate this.
To Achieve

Level Eight
(Year 9+)
· You can explore use, and understand what looks expressive and powerful.

· You can plan, rehearse, perform and direct a piece of drama using different styles/genres and techniques.
· You can use image theatre, shared narration, character to narrator to a high standard, showing understanding.

· You can recognise different styles and genres.
· You can compare the drama to the culture or real life situation. 
· You can give reasons for your ideas and methods.
