	Year:   8              Class:  S1
	Date:             Lesson: 3 & 4

	Aims: 

To produce a poem for presentation with a merged image and printed in word for a wall display and for performance from a practical point of view of the poem in pairs.

Objectives:

       Pupils will know how to use the internet to search for pictures and information on homelessness and will be able to save images, merge using Photoshop and then be able to upload them into a word document, as a background layer for their poem. 

      Teaching, I will produce a handout to tell pupils how to do the search, save and merge step by step, thus developing my own ICT skills.

	Activity

Lesson One

· Following on from previous work on homelessness, I will discuss the aims and show examples of homelessness poems from BIG ISSUE photo book.

· Discuss the feelings of the people who are writing the poems (they are all homeless.)

· Brainstorm the feelings and worries about being homeless, use knowledge from previous lesson.

· In pairs, pupils to plan a short poem, this will be learnt for 2 weeks time to perform for assessment.

· Use examples as guidance for own planning.  All must plan before writing the poem up.

· Evaluate the work done so far.  What would it be like to be homeless?  How would YOU feel?

Lesson Two/Three if necessary


· Using the handout explain to pupils what they are going to do (do an internet search for images, merging 2 in Photoshop, writing a poem in Word using the images as a background) to all be presented to the class.  Ask questions, What do you know about saving images, loading and using word? Internet searches etc?  (ask along the way.)

· Pupils in pairs as last week search the internet sites Shelter and Big Issue and find 2 suitable images of homelessness.

· Go to Photoshop and open the two images, merge them using the merge tool and resize (using handout).

· Save image.  Load up Word and write the poem.  Save work so far.

· Load up the image from insert and picture from file.  Add the image and arrange it behind the poem.  Go to the picture tool bar.

· Save the entire document.

· Evaluate the lesson/s, what did you find difficult? What did you learn?  Did you do anything differently than it stated on the plan? How?
