	Aim of lesson: Introduction to ‘Horror and Lighting‘ scheme. To look and experiment with different ways of creating atmosphere in drama.

	Objectives of lesson: 

· All pupils will contribute to telling a ghost story.

· Most pupils will introduce the use of sound effects when telling a story.

· Some pupils will create and perform stories demonstrating that they can create atmosphere in number of ways. Pupils will experiment with their voices and will be aware of the audience when performing.

	Key skills Questions that are given out throughout the lesson., Storytelling, Keywords

	Teaching Procedure:

Introduce and explain to pupils what they will be doing this half term.
	Teaching Points:

	Starter activity

A variety of voice exercises looking at intonation/emphasis, volume etc.

Discuss storytelling. What makes a good storyteller? What do they do?

In a circle the whole group is to tell a ghost story. One person will start the story. The person sat next to them must then continue it.

Pupils must add sound effects to create atmosphere.

Main Body 

In small groups (3-5) pupils are to create a scary/horror story that they will tell to the class. (Like a radio play)
Pupils must think about creating atmosphere and ways of communicating it through their voice.

Performance/Evaluation

Each group will perform their ghost/horror stories to the rest of the class.
Discuss  what they liked, what was good and what could be improved. 
	Explain how saying words/sentences in different ways can convey different meanings – give example.

Use torch to create atmosphere.

Start the story to give pupils an idea of what is expected.

Point out there is no right or wrong answer and the only person who can tell the story is the one holding the torch.

Remind pupils to think about experimenting with volume, speed, sound effects, and emphasis. Remind pupils of the rules when watching a group perform.

· All pupils will introduce the use of sound effects and lighting when telling a story.

· Some pupils will contribute to telling their own stories

· A few pupils will begin to create atmosphere in their own piece of drama through the use of lighting and sound.

	Starter activity

Teacher to tell a scary story use of one torch light only to add atmosphere (draw the curtains)

Students comment on what made the story effective.  Discuss in pairs for 2 minutes, feedback

Main Body 

A volunteer is asked to tell a story using the same techniques

Discuss different lighting effects using torch light and the studio lights.  Light on the floor to create different pools of light, lights against the wall, up to the face, flashing lights etc

In groups students are to create a story telling piece using one of the two stories.  Use shared narration/sound effects They are to think about how lighting can affect performance.

(Work on this for two weeks, show next week)

	Starter activity

Warm up game of 10 second make – get into a group of three 10 seconds to make…..a car, a clock etc etc
Main Body 

Physical theatre is discussed and demonstrated by the teacher.

Students are to create a performance that is simple and used physical theatre to create atmosphere.  They must still use SFX and Lighting ideas and also continue to use shared narration.  This piece needs to be high quality work that they can be proud of as it will be performed in the theatre using lighting and be filmed.

Rehearse for the rest of the lesson.  Next week in the theatre to have the lighting lessons.  (Lessons may need to be doubled up.)
