
Year 9
Week 1;
Read through bus scene (Introduce the play. Brainstorm of Briggs (the teacher)




Hot-seat teacher in role as Briggs, use of forum theatre.

Week 2;
Characterisation work on Briggs, Role On The Wall in books, Developing accents.

Week 3;
Students plan and rehearse scene on the bus. (Some to perform.)  Use of thought tracking and shared narration throughout the scene.
Week 4;
Looking at styles & genres. Each group to act out the same scene using 2 contrasting genres (E.g: comedy, tragedy/horror, silent movie).  All perform.

Week 5; 
Discuss what genre the play is. Planning a made up scene using the genre of Our Day Out, (comedy, status play) based on a similar story.

Week 6; 
Refine scene. Perform & grade. Watch the actual scene of the screenplay.


Discuss how accurate their own portrayal is.




Conclude, Evaluate & Self Assessments.
NB: This is a very old scheme and obviously is to be used as a guideline only.

Many things can be added to this including class being hot-seated as various students, sound-scapes to re-create the bus scene, issues related to be bullying, class and status can also be used.
